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Notice Regarding Reporting  
Sexual Abuse of a Minor 

 
 
It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a 
minor to law enforcement. If you are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, 
deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton, you are 
encouraged to immediately report the matter to law enforcement. If any priest, deacon, 
religious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has cause or reason to 
suspect that a minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, including child sexual 
abuse, the matter will be reported to law enforcement. It is also the policy of the Diocese to 
adhere to all civil and state regulations. In accordance with the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania’s Child Protective Services Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should 
also be made immediately by phone to the 24-HourChild Abuse hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800
-932-0313 or electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis To this end, the Diocese is 
equally committed to adhering to the norms of the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the 
tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People, which 
includes supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual well-
being. As such, information regarding an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also 
be reported to the Victim Assistance Coordinator, Mary Beth Pacuska at (570-862-7551).

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Bag a Month (BAM) Food Program Update 

Another year (our sixth) has zoomed by and it ’s been a good year  for 

our food program and the families we serve.  This year ’s monthly donations, 

a family food rebate from the Knights of Columbus, and generous monthly 

donations from the Hawley American Legion Post 311, amounted to $22,804.  

In addition, we received between three and four tons of food.  We are most 

grateful for the sustaining generosity of our community to this ministry.  

Of special note is a $2,000 grant we applied for, and received this year 

from the Diocesan Social Justice Program.  The purpose of the grant was to 

provide funds to be used to increase the amount of food donated to our   

program.  With the grant, we purchased new signage and new, recyclable 

shopping bags.  (We have never used donations to the ministry for bags, 

signage, or other marketing expenses.)   

We will be phasing-out over the next couple of months the blue bags 

generously donated six years ago by The Dime Bank and phasing -in the 

new, burgundy, BVM Queen of Peace and St Veronica ’s Parish and     

Knights of Columbus Council #797 bags.  

Please take a bag if you are able to donate one or more of the food 

items printed on each bag.  As a reminder, we collect food on the first full 

weekend of each month. The food and financial assistance are sent each 

month to one of the three food pantries we assist. With each donation  of 

food, we ’ll give you a shiny, new, empty burgundy bag in return.
